We just haven't grown into our mortgage payment @etuncil formed a committee to find ways to raaseaddi-
tional $4000 a month from February — December. Tiagsey will be put towards the monthly mortgage-pay
ment.

What can the trust fund pay for? Trust fund is wide open as what it can do. Histdhcit has been to support the areas of
the church that are over and above the normal tipesaof the church. By-laws do not have spec#strictions but
historically payments were restricted to non-budigehs. Right now there is a significant amountilatde from prior
year’s carryover. Funds total approximately $600,B0principal funds. In the past the trust fund kapported students in
seminary. There are no seminary students beingostgopfrom the Trust Fund at this time. They hawvehe past
supported students at Concordia.
