Here in Minot, we will have
a very unique opportunity to do just that...feed the hungry. Feed My Starving Children (www.fmsc.org) is an organization that
feeds starving children around the globe by packaging and sending meals that save lives. This organization is coming to Minot to
pack the meals, 300,000 of them. On November 20" a semi truck will arrive and the city auditorium will be transformed into a
factory for fighting hunger. This will be one of the greatest servant events to ever come to Minot!

Here is how you can feed starving children:

1. You can assemble a group of 8 people to spend 2 hours packing the meals on November 20th. Groups can be, families,
friends, co workers, your softball team, all are welcome, there is no limit. Sign up sheets will be available at the church. Each
group must raise $400 or $50 per person to cover the cost of the 2,352 meals each group will pack. $200 must be sent in by July
to ensure that there are enough groups committed to make this project a success.

2. You can give financially. Each group must raise $400 but some may need assistance. You can give any amount to help fund
groups. Make a donation to Zion Lutheran church notd.

3. The Zion Trust fund will assist in funding 10 groups at $200 per group. Groups can request help from the trust fund when they
sign up.

4. Pray for the starving children and the people of Minot that this effort would exceed all expectations and the hungry would be
fed.

Zion Lutheran Church Council Meeting
May 18, 2010

Present: Pastor John, Pastor Nathan, Brian Troxel, Kelsey Humphreys, Pat Jorgenson, Gary Leslie, Mike Arlien, Diane Bryantt,
DeNeed Hansen, Sandra Swenson, Jenice Schall

Others: Chris Torgeson, Jim Clute
President Brian Troxel called the meeting to order. Pastor John opened the meeting with prayer.

The meeting was turned over to Jim Clute who gave a mr
event in Minot on November 20 for the entire community. One bag of package food provides six meals. The food will be packaged
by teams of 8 people. Each team is to provide a $400 fee to help cover the cost of food and shipping. The event will consist of 4

shifts of 2 to 2-1/2 hours each. InJulyone-hal f of the funds need to be submitte
interested in having a team. Kelsey indicated this would be something the Youth Group would be interested in as well. The proposal
is to give a presentation to the Trust Committee to encourage them to match funds to pay half of the registration fee.

Approval of the Agenda- Brian Troxel indicated that the Phase Il Investments could be removed from the agenda. The concern was
that the investments would be in excess of 24 months as proposed at the last council meeting. Brian indicted Jerry Jorgenson had

made the investment for 18 months at 2.05% interest. A total of $42,000 was invested with the remainder of the Phase Il investments
being held in other investments. Jenice Schall moved t

Secr et ar yidSandraBwensort neved to approve, Diane Bryantt seconded. Motion carried.

Tr eas ur er Gas LeBliequestioned.when pre-school lease was approved. Minutes reflect it was done in March with no
change. Diane moved to accept the treasurerds report.

Pastor Nat hAeawdsmbeRSummay adiitted 12 new families. He and Pastor John took part in the Campus Ministries
Fund Raiser and Nathan commented on good things happening with Campus Ministries under the direction of Pastor Kari. Work is
proceeding on the TRAC position. Nathan and John have met with the Alter Guild to review, update and simplify instructions.
KXMC commercial for Wednesday summer worship schedule has been completed and will air next week.

Past or J o hmhé3tewaRighip comntittee meeting met with representatives of the Council and the Trust Committee to
discuss if we want to move into another campaign to eliminate the debt. Discussion had been held about hiring another company and
doing another fund raising campaign. It was decided to send a letter to the congregation requesting that members consider renewing
their existing contribution . If members renewed at the existing commitment, we would be debt free in three years. The letter would
be sent to the entire congregation and would encourage new members and those presently not contributing to the debt reduction
campaign to consider doing do. After results are achieved, consideration would be given to looking at interviewing two consultants
for additional fund raising.

John also reported on the possibility of congregations being nominated for an Vibrant Congregation Stewardship program through
Luther Seminary. The program is designed to help promote stewardship growth in 6 areas. He has had discussions with Bishop
Narum on nominating Zion for this program.

John found a commercial sized gas grill at a garage sale for $1500. He made some phone calls and was able to receive commitments
to pay for the grill. Be advised congregational BBQOs

At this point Brian Troxel had to leave the meeting and turned the meeting over to Vice President Diane Bryantt.

Job Description for TRAC Coach/Youth Director - A Job Description was presented to the Council. This is a joint job
description with Zion and Metigoshe Ministries. 70% of the time to be spent at Zion and 30% at Metigoshe Ministries.
Chris Torgeson will be the main supervisory person with John as overall Supervisor. There will also be supervision in
connection with Metigoshe Ministries. Questions were answered regarding the position, the hiring process, etc.
Pat Jorgenson moved that we approve the job descri

Bloom with Zion Campaign - $6745 has been collected to date. It was agreed that this campaign should be closed and
another committee be established to come up with a new campaign. It was agreed that we should publish what was
received. DeNeed6 Hansen volunteered to work on t
garage sale. Gary Leslie and Brian Troxel were suggested to help.

Musical Coordinator Position - Hardy Lieberg will be resigning as Music Coordinator at the end of summer. A farewell
for Hardy will be scheduled Sunday, July 11" between services.

Ad in Ward County Maps - John was approached about advertising in a Ward County Maps publication given to new
people coming to town, etc. Cost of the advertising is $200. Discussion was held on effectiveness of the advertising
and the fact this cost was not included in the budget. Topic died for lack of motion.

Feed My Starving Children - Council was in agreement that this was an event we would like to promote within Zion. Pat
Jorgenson, Matt Sundahl and Mike Arlien will meet with Jim and Sherlene Clute to help promote the event, organize
teams, sign up persons, and promote funding for |t
for a team from the Youth Group.

2011 Giving EnvelopesJohn indicated it is time to order the 2011 giving envelopes. Current envelopes have indications
for general offering and debt reduction. He questioned if we wanted to delete the debt reduction notation from the
envelopes. Jenice Schall moved that the debt reduction wording remain on the envelopes since there is consideration
proposed to extend the debt reduction campaign. PDe

Defibillator Training - Zion Lutheran Church has purchased a defibillator. Training has been set for June 24 from 6-9
pm. Cost of the training is $30 with a proposal going to the trust committee to pay $25 of the fee and the participants
paying $5. Anyone interested in participating in the training to contact Chris Torgeson. No other action needed.

Church school survey and changesChris Torgeson indicated Church School ended the year with 156 children regis-
tered with 27-30 students per class. Although it is a wonderful problem, it has caused a severe crowding problem and
has created concerns regarding the learning opportunities. A survey has been sent out to ask what parents feel about
other options. Consideration is being given to having one after school session (possible 4:15 pm start time) followed
by the meal with a second session to follow. Al sjp
Education Committee will be making phone calls to families where survey has not been returned. Additional caring
individuals to assist with the church school program are also being sought. Chris indicated she should have a report on
the survey available at the June meeting.

Kelsey Humphreys reported there will be a barbeque for the Youth Group sometime in June. Date has not been set at this
time. She also expressed appreciation for Kristi Burgess for her leadership this past year.
